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The Weather during Ootober

Gctober wes & wet month except in parts of the northwest. Usually ihe track of the rain-bearing,
low-pressure centres is to the north of Ireland. During October the track of these Atlantic depressions
wag over or to the south of Ireland, for much of the time. Consequent] 1y, for the second month in succession,
areas near the south and east coasts had rainfall much in excess of pormal while parts of the northwest hag
below normal rainfall.

MHean Monthly Rainfall. Amownts ranged fronm 120% to 1705 of normal generally. Ixireme values ranged froa
230% of normal at Rosslare %o 855 of normal at Belmmllet. Some areas bad over an inch of rain en 11th, 14th
and 23rd. A% Phoenix Park, Dublin, it was the wettest Septembar-October period since records began there in
1837. Thunderatorms or hail showers were reported on 11th, 18tk, 215t and 22ad. Soils had a moisture
surplus of from four to seven inches to dispose of by drainage or surface run-off.
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! Mean daily Air Temperatures were about 1 C below normal in most areas. During the first ten days the mean !
f daily air bemperatures were aboge nnrmgl. During the rest of the month they were below normal. Four inch !
i soil temperatures were from 0.5 C te 1 ¢ below normal. As in the case of the air temperatures, soil l
H temperatures were high at the beglaning of the month and grass growth was good. Soil temperatures fell by H

I 5 or 6 ¢ during the month and grass growth had slowed conziderably by the end of October. During the latter !

| half of the moath fairly frequent air froasts and fogs occurred. On 28%th, the lowest air btemperatwres of the |
E month (-2 G} were recorded. i
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Monthly fofals of bright sunshine were about 100 hours in most areas but ranged from 63 hours at Clones Ho
120 hours at Roches Point. These values represented 1007 to 125% of normal generally but near the east coast
and in pards of Ulster only 80% ic 90% of normal sunghine was recorded.

The strongest winds of the month occurrsd on 5th and 6tk bus T4th and P1st were also windy. The range of
gusts, on these four days, was from 35 to 55 kis but some gusts in the range 60 %o 72 kis occurred near
coasts in Ulster and Connaught on &&h.

Sumsary, October was wet and cool but sunshine was above normsl in nany areas.
