Changeable conditions on the 7th brought the first relief o the drought conditions with some outbreaks of
rain occurring in many areas over the following days, The more persistent and heavier falls occurred in
southwestern and western regions on the 10th and 1ith. Huch of the Midlands, eastern angd northern regions
received but little rainfall during this spell however. A reburn of the high pressure brought a further
period of dry weather %o 2ll regions between the 14%h and the 158th. Th%s latter period was warm and fine and
many inland stations kad maximum afterncon temperatures in excess of 20 £ on moat days.

The second interruption to the dry weather proved to be more widespread, This interruption oecurred on
the 19th when weak warm frontal troughs becanme slow moving over the country, Some 7 0 9 mm of rain was
recorded at most stations on the 19th and 20th, & small relief to the drought conditions which were already
greatly rebarding both the germination of seed and the growth of ¢rops in all areas apart from in southern
and some wesbern districts, Nevertheless the dry weather returned again on the 21st and 2 spell of northerly
winds set in as yet another ridge of high pressure developed to the north of Ireland. This latter spell wag
cool and temperatures fell to below mormal although ground frost was not widespread @uring the period.
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The weather became noticeably more umsettled towards the end of the month, A northwesterly airflow |
prevailed during this period and there were frequent showers or periods of rain in all regions, Thunderstormsi
oocurred in the Midlands and East on the 25th and some of the gshowers on the 28th and 25th wers of hail, '
Temperatures recovered %o near normal by the end of the month. !

Mean Honthly Amountg of Precipitation were well bglow normal everyvhere for the second month in succession.
Apounts ranged from 2% at Glenamoy to 66% at Dublin Airport and were less than 50% of normal over most of the
country, Absolute drought conditions {periods of at leagt 15 consecutive days on none of which 0.%ma or more
of rain fell) sccurred at some stations in the Midlands and Fagt from the last week of April +o about 12th

of May. Partial drought conditions {periods of 29 or more consecutive days during which the mean daily
rainfall does not exceed 0.2 mm) affected most of the east and southeast from the middle of April %o the thirad
week in May, Soll moisture deficits at the end of the montk yere above average at all stations where

measured except at Ballinamore and Glenamoy where it was below average. For most places however the deficit
wag some 50% greater than average, The incidence of weather guitable to the spread of potaso blight and
cereal diseases wasz well below normal,

Mean Monthly Air Temperatures were above mormal everywhere except in southern and south Midland regions,

razxging from 0.5 © below normal at Kilkenny %o 0.7 C sbove normal at Malin Head, Soil terperatures {at 10em)
were generally above average by some 0.5 € a%t inland stadions to 2.0 § near coaats.

Hean duration of Bripht Sunshine wes near wormal, reanging from 925 of normal at Valenbtia to 1208 at Clones.
